Internal Displacement  
 
Record Number of 60.9 Million Internal Displacements in 2022: IDMC Report   
News  11 May 2023 
Geneva – Nearly 61 million new internal displacements, or movements, were registered in 2022, 
according to a newly released Internal Displacement Monitoring Centre (IDMC)  report, a 60 per 
cent increase compared to the previous year. This figure is the highest ever reported, and shows the 
volume of not just new displacements, but also repeated ones.   
 
The Global Report on Internal Displacement (GRID)  2023 shows that conflict and violence 
triggered 28.3 million displacements, the highest figure in a decade , with Ukraine accounting 
for a 60 per cent of the total.    
 
The International Organization for Migration (IOM) is an IDMC GRID partner,  providing reliable and 
accurate data through its Displacement Tracking Matrix (DTM), the world’s largest source of primary 
data on internal displacement.    
 
Every year, millions of people are displaced because of disasters. Last year, disasters including the 
floods in Pakistan and typhoon Noru in the Philippines led to 32.6 million internal displacements, the 
highest ever recorded. The number is expected to rise as the frequency, duration and intensity of 
natural hazards worsens in the context of climate change. The World Bank has projected that as many 
as 216 million people could become internal climate migrants by 2050, if concerted climate action is not 
taken.  
 
ñWe are seeing the continuing trend of unprecedented large -scale disasters causing 
significant loss of life, destruction of homes and livelihoods and new levels of 
displacements. Enhancing our common efforts on climate action and investing in safe, regular and 
orderly migration pathways is more important than ever,” said IOM Director General, António Vitorino.  
 
“Determining the needs of people who are forced to move because of conflict, violence and disasters is 
crucial to ensure humanitarian assistance and essential services can reach people who need this 
support the most in a timely manner.”  
 
This yearôs report highlights food insecurity as a driver, consequence and potential barrier 
to solutions to internal displacement.  Unprecedented, multi -dimensional c rises are 
becoming the norm  and the impact on human mobility is increasingly evident. Crises related to 
ongoing climate impacts, the lingering effects of the pandemic, economic instability, rising food prices 
and the global reverberations of war in Europe resulted in record-high levels of food insecurity in large 
parts of the world in 2022…

Afghanistan: UN experts appalled by Taliban announcement on capital punishment   
GENEVA (11 May 2023) – UN experts* today expressed alarm at a recent announcement by the de 
facto Supreme Court in Afghanistan sanctioning the use of punishments including stoning, 
flogging and burying under a wall.  
 
“Stoning people to death or burying them under a wall constitutes torture or other cruel, inhuman, or 
degrading treatment or punishment,” the experts said. “These cruel punishments are contrary to 
international law.” 
 
On 4 May 2023, the de facto Deputy Chief Justice announced that courts across the country had 
sentenced 175 individuals to Qisas (retribution in kind) punishments and 37 to stoning. Other 
sentences included knocking down walls on four individuals and condemning 103 individuals to Hudood

(crimes against God) punishments, such as lashing. The de facto Deputy Chief Justice did not specify a 
timeline for implementation of these sentences.  
 
Appalled by the brutal and undignified nature of these punishments , the experts noted with 
concern that ñwomen are more likely to be sentenced to death by stoning, due to deeply 
entrenched discrimination and stereotypes against them, including deep -rooted 
stereotypes held by the exclusively male judiciary  – a manifestation of the gender -based 
persecution that women and girls endure in Afghanistan… 
 
Both the Int ernational Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and the Convention against Torture and 
Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, to which Afghanistan is a State party, 
prohibit torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading punishment.  Afghanistan is also a State party to 
the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against Women which outlaws 
discrimination against women as well as “prejudices and customary and all other practices which are 
based on the idea of the inf eriority or the superiority of either of the sexes or on stereotyped roles for 
men and women.” 
 
The experts expressed serious concerns about the fairness of trials preceding corporal punishment and 
death sentences. “International human rights law prohibits such cruel sentences – in particular the 
death penalty – following trials without requisite fair trial guarantees,” they said. “We urge the de 
facto authorities to immediately establish a moratorium on the death penalty and all forms 
of corporal punishmen t including flogging, amputation and other corporal punishment, 
each of which constitute torture or another form of cruel and inhuman punishment,ò the 
experts said.

Health ï Maternal, Newborn Deaths  
 
Global progress in tackling maternal and newborn deaths stalls since 2015: UN   
GENEVA/NEW YORK, 9 May 2023 – Global progress in reducing deaths of pregnant women, mothers 
and babies has flatlined for eight years due to decreasing investments in maternal and 
newborn health , according to a new report from the United Nations (UN).  
 
The report shows that over  4.5 million women and babies die every year during pregnancy, 
childbirth or the first weeks after birth  - equivalent to 1 death happening every 7 seconds - 
mostly from preventable or treatable causes if proper care was available.

“Pregnant women and newborns continue to die at unacceptably high rates worldwide, and the COVID-
19 pandemic has created further setbacks to providing them with the healthcare they need,” said Dr 
Anshu Banerjee, Director of Maternal, Newborn, Child and Adolescent Health and Ageing at the World 
Health Organization (WHO). “If we wish to see different results, we must do things differently. More 
and smarter investments in primary healthcare are needed now so that every woman and baby - no 
matter where they live - has the best chance of health and survival.” 
 
… Overall, the report shows that progress in improving survival has stagnated since 2015, with around 
290 000 maternal deaths each year, 1.9 million stillbirths – babies who die after 28 weeks of pregnancy 
– and a staggering 2.3 million newborn deaths, which are deaths in the first month of life.  
 
The COVID -19 pandemic, rising poverty, and worsening humanitarian crises have 
intensified pressures on stretched health systems.  Since 2018, more than three-quarters of all 
conflict-affected and Sub-Saharan African countries report declining funding for maternal and newborn 
health. Just 1 in 10 countries (of more than 100 surveyed) report having sufficient funds to implement 
their current plans. Moreover, according to the latest WHO survey on the pandemic’s impacts on 
essential health services, around a quarter of countries still report ongoing disruptions to vital 
pregnancy and postnatal care and services for sick children... 
 
In the worst -affected countries in Sub-Saharan Africa and Central and Southern Asia – the regions with 
the greatest burden of newborn and maternal deaths - fewer than 60% of women receive even four, of 
WHO’s recommended eight, antenatal checks. 
 
"The death of any woman or young girl during pregnancy or chil dbirth is a serious violation of their 
human rights,” said Dr Julitta Onabanjo, Director of the Technical Division at the United Nations 
Population Fund (UNFPA). “It also reflects the urgent need to scale -up access to quality sexual 
and reproductive health  services as part of universal health coverage and primary health 
care , especially in communities where maternal mortality rates have stagnated or even risen during 
recent years. We must take a human rights and gender transformative approach to address mat ernal 
and newborn mortality, and it is vital that we stamp out the underlying factors which give rise to poor 
maternal health outcomes like socio-economic inequalities, discrimination, poverty and injustice".  
 
To increase survival rates, women and babies must have quality, affordable healthcare before, during 
and after childbirth, the agencies say, as well as access to family planning services. More skilled and 
motivated health workers, especially midwives, are needed, alongside essential medicines and supplies, 
safe water, and reliable electricity. The report stresses that interventions should especially target the 
poorest women and those in vulnerable situations who are most likely to miss out on lifesaving care – 
including through critical subnati onal planning and investments… 
 
Based on current trends, more than 60 countries are not set to meet the maternal, newborn and 
stillborn mortality reduction targets in the UN Sustainable Development Goals by 2030

UN Deputy Secretary-General Amina Mohammed’s remarks, as prepared for delivery, to the Multi-
stakeholder Hearing on Tuberculosis in preparation for the United Nations General Assembly high-level 
meeting on Tuberculosis, in New York today.  [Excerpts; Editor’s Text Bolding] 
 
Over the last decades we have seen extraordinary progress in our fight against tuberculosis.  We have 
saved 74 million lives through our global response efforts since 2000.  In research and innovation, we 
have 12 new diagnostic tests and safer, more effective and time efficient treatment options.  We have 
even broken through complex forms of drug -resistant tuberculosis, as we strive to provide treatment 
for all.  
 
Yet despite such milestones, tuberculosis continues to be a one of the biggest infectious 
disease killers in the world.   Over 10.5  million people fell sick and an estimated 1.6  million 
died in 2021 alone.  And it is now the leading cause of death for people with HIV.  
 
We meet at a deeply challenging moment for global health following reversals and deteriorating 
trends.  The last couple of years have been marked by epidemics colliding with pandemics, 
armed conflicts, economic crises and climate disasters  — all of which have an impact on health, 
along with food insecurity, poverty, and unequal access to services. 
 
Our fight against tuberculosis is not only about global health governance; it is about sustainable 
development itself.  The tuberculosis epidemic is driven by both health and social determinants, such 
as poverty, undernutrition and HIV.   The disease disproportionately affects the most vulnerable all 
countries. 
 
Our success against this preventable and curable disease depends on our ability to work across sectors, 
and eliminate economic distress, vulnerability, marginalization and stigma often faced by those affected 
by tuberculosis.  This requires international stewardship and action across all the Sustainable 
Development Goals (SDGs) at the national level. 
 
In the  face of this urgent need, the second United Nations high - level meeting on 
tuberculosis is a unique opportunity to fast - track progress and revitalize commitments.   As 
presented in the report before you today, the time to act is now.  
 
We urgently need to accelerate progress towards universal access to tuberculosis services in both high- 
and low-burden countries.  By 2027, all people with tuberculosis should to have access to 
health and social benefits packages so they do not have to endure financial hardship .  One 
hundred per cent of people diagnosed with tuberculosis should have access to WHO -
recommended rapid diagnostics and quality -assured treatment.  
 
For this, we need to invest in a global tuberculosis response with at least $22  billion .  In 
addition, wit h $5 billion a year into TB research and innovation, we can develop safe and effective 
tuberculosis vaccines and simple one-stop-shops for quality tests and care.  This is the game changer 
we need. 
 
This September, Heads of State will meet at a defining moment for both health and the 
SDGs.  At three separate high -level meetings we will discuss universal health care, 
pandemic prevention and response, and how to overhaul our efforts on the tuberculosis 
epidemic .  All of this is framed within the la rger picture of the SDG Summit — our call to make sure 
we deliver to the world’s poorest and most vulnerable, while securing a safer, more sustainable and 
prosperous future for people and planet.  
 



   

The high-level meeting on tuberculosis will be a critical opportunity to make concrete gains.  We need 
each and every Member State to commit to:  adequate and sustainable finance for TB response so that 
all have access to quality care; investing in research and development so that medical 
countermeasures are affordable, accessible and appropriate, including vaccines, tests and medicines 
that can be easily deployed in low-resource settings;  eliminate stigma and discriminatory practices that 
in too many places contribute to barriers against equitable public health r esponses.  This is what 
success will look like. 
 
This is how we leave no one behind.  But we cannot do this top down.   It’s clear that delivering on the 
SDGs requires building resilient communities from the bottom up.  This means working closely with civil 
society, affected communities and the private sector.  It means strengthening public–private 
partnerships nationally and globally — and where necessary, creating new ones.  It also means 
ensuring that health strategies address the many determinants of TB,  including poverty 
and undernutrition ...

As highlighted below, the WHO accepted the recommendations of the 
respective IHR/emergency committees to end PHEIC status for COVID and Mpox, but extend the 
PHEIC status for polio.

Fifth Meeting of the International Health Regulations (2005) (IHR) Emergency Committee 
on the Multi -Country Outbreak of mpox (monkeypox)  
11 May 2023    Statement   [Excerpts; Editor’s text bolding] 
 
The Emergency Committee acknowledged the progress made in the global response to the 
multi -country outbreak of mpox and the further decline in the number of reported cases  
since the last meeting. The Committee noted a significant decline in the number of reported cases 
compared to the previous reporting period and no changes in the severity and clinical manifestation of 
the disease. The Committee  acknowledged remaining uncertainties about the disease, 
regarding modes of transmission in some countries, poor quality of some reported data, 
and continued lack of effective countermeasures in the African countries, where mpox 
occurs regularly.  
 
The Committee considered, however, that these are long -term challenges that would be better 
addressed through sustained efforts in a transition towards a long -term strategy to 
manage the public health risks posed by mpox, rather than the emergency measures 
inhere nt to a public health emergency of international concern (PHEIC).  
 
The WHO Director -General expresses his gratitude to the Chair, Members, and Advisors for 
their advice  and concurs with this advice that the event no longer constitutes a PHEIC f or

Statement of the thirty - fifth Polio IHR Emergency Committee  
12 May 2023    Statement    [Excerpts; Editor’s text bolding] 
The thirty -fifth meeting of the Emergency Committee under the International Health Regulations 
(2005) (IHR) on the international spread of poliovirus was convened by the WHO Director -General on 3 
May 2023.. 
 
The Emergency Committee reviewed the data on wild poliovirus (WPV1) and circulating vaccine derived 
polioviruses (cVDPV) in the context of global target of eradication of WPV and cessation of outbreaks of 
cVDPV2 by the end of 2023. Technical updates were received about the situation in the following 
countries: Afghanistan, Benin, Burundi, the Central African Republic, Chad, the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo, Indonesia, Pakistan and Somalia… 
 
Conclusion  
Although encouraged by the reported progress, the Committee unanimously agreed th at the risk 
of international spread of poliovirus still remains a Public Health Emergency of 
International Concern (PHEIC) and recommended the extension of Temporary Recommendations 
for a further three months ...  
 
Based on the current situation regarding WPV1 and cVDPVs, and the reports provided by affected 
countries, the Director -General accepted the Committeeôs assessment and on 12 May 2023 
determined that the poliovirus situation continues to constitute a PHEIC with respect to 
WPV1 and cVDPV é

Weekly epidemiological update on COVID -19 -  11 May 2023  
Overview  
Globally, over 2.7 million new cases and over 17 000 deaths were reported in the last 28 days (10 April 
to 7 May 2023), a decrease of 14% and 17%, respectively, compared to the previous 28 days (13 
March to 9 April 2023). The picture is mixed at the regional level, with increases in reported cases seen 
in the South-East Asia and Western Pacific regions and decreases in other regions. As of 7 May 2023, 
over 765 million confirmed cases and over 6.9 million deaths have been reported globally.

Abstract 
This commentary highlights critical decision points regarding the responsibilities of the key 
stakeholders—pharmaceutical companies, the US Food and Drug Administration, clinicians, and 
patients—regarding the communication of the risk of a medication. It addresses responsibility for 
remaining current about emerging drug reactions that often cannot be appreciated during the initial 
approval period of new drugs and biologics. Further complicating the issue are the medical systems 
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that limit a clinician's time and bandwidth to keep abreast of emerging  adverse reactions and to 
engage in an informed consent process with a lay patient who often has a limited understanding of 
medical terms and quantitative methods that can provide context for understanding rare complications 
and adverse drug reactions. Nevertheless, the risk of not finding an amenable way forward for all 
stakeholders is a descent into the unending crippling malpractice settlements that will only inexorably 
raise the costs of health care and encourage the exodus of clinicians from the profession.

Human pangenome  
   The human reference genome has been the backbone of human genomics since the release of the 
draft sequence in 2001. But it has its limitations: one genome cannot hope to capture the diversity of 
the human species. In this week’s issue, the Human Pangenome Reference Consortium presents the 
first draft human pangenome , which combines genetic material from 47 genetically diverse individuals 
to provide a more complete picture of the human genome. Two additional papers use this new 
resource to study regions of the genome that include repetitive DNA: one looking at segmental 
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duplications, the other at the short arms of acrocentric chromosomes. These results come from an 
early stage in the pangenome project, which ultimately aims to capture the  genetic diversity of at least 
350 individuals. The cover shows the pangenome wrapping a globe and uses a sequence tube map 
rendering of a pangenome graph relating ten haplotypes within the highly variable HLA -A locus on

Abstract 
The ability of news media to criticize government is a core pillar of media freedom and is often taken 
as evidence of meaningful democratization. Existing indices typically use scoring criteria or expert 
surveys to develop over-time measures of media freedom. In this article, we use the largest existing 
dataset of Arabic-language news to evaluate how political reporting about the g overnment changes 
over the course of successful and failed democratic transitions in Egypt and Tunisia. Using entirely 
unsupervised ALC word-embedding techniques, we demonstrate how to generate temporally granular 
measurements of media criticism that closely correlate with measurements derived from expert surveys 
for both countries. Crucially, the technique we propose is computationally inexpensive, open-source, 
and cost-free––making it eminently scalable. Our work therefore points to new possibilities in t he 
monitoring and measurement of media capture within authoritarian and transitional settings.

Review

Abstract 
The responsible conduct of research is foundational to the production of valid and trustworthy 
research. Despite this, our grasp of what dimensions responsible research (RR) might contain – and 
how it differs across disciplines (i.e., how it is conceptualized and operationalized) – is tenuous. 
Moreover, many initiatives related to developing and maintaining RR are developed within disciplinary 
and institutional silos which naturally limits the benefits that RR practice can have. To this end, we are 
working to develop a better understanding of how RR is conceived and realized, both across disciplines, 
and across institutions in Europe. The first step in doing this is to scope existing knowledge on the 
topic, of which this scoping review is a part. We searched several electronic databases for relevant 
published and grey literature. An initial sample of 715 articles was identifie d, with 75 articles included 
in the final sample for qualitative analysis. We find several dimensions of RR that are underemphasized 
or are excluded from the well -established World Conferences on Research Integrity Singapore 
Statement on Research Integrity (WCRI) and explore facets of these dimensions that find special 
relevance in a range of research disciplines.

Carbon pricing is considered an important instrument in the fight against climate change (World Bank, 
2022). In particular, many experts and stakeholders have called for the implementation of carbon 
pricing as a part of ambitious climate policy agendas (Hepburn et al., 2020). Thi s requires 
consideration of the interactions of carbon pricing with other policies, as well as of the societal 
outcomes of carbon pricing. In particular, carbon pricing has been found to have potentially large 
health impacts, leading to important co -benefits as well as potentially some trade-offs (Parry et al., 
2014), (Hasegawa et al., 2018). Information on health impacts of carbon pricing, their distribution and 
how they are affected by policy design is necessary in order to progress towards more socially 
sustainable and politically feasible policy design. 
Recent reviews have focussed on various aspects of carbon pricing design and outcomes, synthesizing 
evidence on its effectiveness, equity impacts or societal perception (Boyce, 2018), (Green, 2021), 
(Maestre-Andrés et al., 2019). Others have reviewed the evidence on health co-benefits of mitigation, 
but do not analyse specific policies or issues of policy design Gao et al.(2018). 
This review will narratively synthesize the evidence on the health impacts of  carbon pricing between 
2010 and 2021 and identify gaps in the literature. We will use a framework synthesis approach to 
analyse different categories of policy-relevant information in contexts where carbon pricing is 
implemented as part of wider, coordinat ed policy agendas or complex policy mixes. This includes for 
example impacts on health inequalities and how health co-benefits are affected by issues of policy 
design and policy interactions. 
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REVISED - Towards an appropriate African framework for public engagement with human 
genome editing: a call to synergistic action  [version 2; peer review: 2 approved with

Abstract 
The CRISPR-Cas9 system has revolutionised the biotechnology of human genome editing. Human 
germline gene editing promises exponential benefits to many in Africa and elsewhere, especially those 
affected by the highly pre valent monogenic disorders - for which, thanks to CRISPR, a relatively safe 
heritable radical therapy is a real possibility. Africa evidently presents a unique opportunity for empirical 
research in human germline gene editing because of its high prevalence of monogenic disorders. 
Critically, however, germline gene editing has raised serious ethical concerns especially because of the 
significant risks of inadvertent and intentional misuse of its transgenerational heritability. Calls for due 
prudence have become even more pronounced in the wake of the 2018 case of He Jiankui’s ‘CRISPR’d 
babies’. Meanwhile, Africa is seriously lagging in articulating its position on human genome editing. 
Conspicuously, there has been little to no attempt at comprehensively engaging the African public in 
discussions on the promises and concerns about human genome editing. Thus, the echoing key 
question remains as to how Africa should prudently embrace and govern this revolutionary 
biotechnology. In this article, therefore, I lay the groundwork for the possible development of an 
appropriate African framework for public engagement with human genome editing and call upon all 
stakeholders to urgent synergistic action. I particularly highlight the World Health Organisation’s 
possible leadership role in promptly establishing the requisite expert working group for this urgent 
need.
